As we said at the presentation during the 
last Pack Fun Fest, we would have never 
reached the levels that we did without 
the tireless work of our Popcorn Kernel, 
Sondra Peppe and her band of Popcorn 
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Elves (Fred, Terry, and Shelly) and I 
can’ t thank them enough.  (Of course, 
we will be pleading with them to do the 
same for us again next year!) 

We will be sending out a form to 
everyone indicating what prize level 
each boy is eligible for shortly.  Please 
respond with your scout’s choice of 
prize when you receive this. 
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We were asked last month at the last 
minute to help the Rancho Vista Senior 
Community honor their Veterans. 

Responding with typical Pack 735 
enthusiasm, the boys all made thank you 
cards for them at the October Fun Fest 
(which was actually during the first 
week of November due to the fires). 

Even with the short notice, we had 12 
boys, representing just about every den, 
show up with their families on Veteran’s 
Day the following Sunday to pass out 
the cards and sing patriotic songs for the 
residents.

This will also be the day that the 
Operation Popcorn tins will be boxed up 
and prepared to be sent to the troops.  
This is going to happen down at the 
council HQ in San Diego at 3:00 PM on 
the 15th.  Please put this on your calendar 
– we need to have a good turnout down 
there to show that we can do more than 
just sell the tins!  More details will be 
announced at the Pack Fun Fest on the 
12th. 
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We have been asked to return to the 
Rancho Vista Senior Community to help 
their residents celebrate the holidays. 

This had originally been scheduled for 
the 15th of December but has been 
moved to the 22nd due to the conflict 
with the popcorn distribution. 

Because of the change in the schedule, 
the final details have not yet been locked 
down but it will probably be a late 
afternoon gig – more details will follow 

as soon as we have them (hopefully in 
just a day or two). 

We will be making ornaments at the next 
Pack Fun Fest to give to the residents 
and will sing carols for them.  This will 
be a great opportunity to pass on some 
holiday spirit to many people that can be 
lonely at this time of year. 
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As I’m sure you are aware, we have 
begun our re-chartering process this 
month.  Each year, every Scout unit is 
required to do this.  This is when we 
complete all the paperwork and pay for 
our unit charter and also re-register and 
pay all fees for all the boys and adult 
volunteers for the next year. 

At the last Fun Fest, we collected the 
fees for 15 of the boys.  We currently 
have 50 registered scouts.  This leaves 
35 that we still need to collect.  We are 
mandated by the BSA to have this all 
done by the end of the year. 

Neither our treasurer, Lisa, nor any of 
the leaders really want to spend a lot of 
their holiday time trying to collect these 
fees.  It would be a HUGE help if 
everyone were to get their checks to 
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Wednesday, December 12, 2007 
6:30 pm, Bonsall Comm. Cntr. 
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their den leader or Lisa absolutely no 
later than the Dec 12th Pack Fun Fest. 

For 2008 the fees for each 735 scout will 
be $100.00.  And, remember, the pack 
pays all registration fees for our adult 
volunteers and, additionally, all active 
adult volunteers are entitled to a $25.00 
discount on their son’s fees. 
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As mentioned at the last Fun Fest, we 
are in desperate need of additional adult 
volunteers.  We have since had a couple 
of people step forward to fill some of the 
positions but we still need many more! 

The time requirement does not have to 
be huge.  We have needs with various 
levels of commitment. 

No pack can be successful without 
dedicated adult leaders and we truly 
have a great core of volunteers but we 
can only do so much with so few people. 

The more parents / grandparents / aunts / 
uncles / etc. that will give us even a 
small amount of their time, the better the 
programs can be for our scouts.  And 
remember: 
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This is just a quick reminder to keep on 
top of your advancement requirements. 

All the boys that have recently joined 
Cub Scouts need to first complete their 
Bobcat requirements and can then begin 

working on the requirements for their 
rank. 

Achievements are meant to be done with 
help from the parents or other family 
members.  Some portions of some 
requirements may be done in the den 
setting but it is the responsibility of the 
family to ensure that all requirements are 
complete by den graduation time.  (In 
2008, den graduation will be in the June 
/ July timeframe.)
